Explore Dundurn Castle built in the 1830s by 
Sir Allan Napier MacNab, who became Premier
of the United Provinces of Canada from 1854 to
1856. Today, visitors led by costumed historical
interpreters enjoy guided tours of the 40-room
home; the design of which was romantically
inspired by a grand Italianate villa. Restored to
the year 1855, Dundurn Castle tells the story of
the small family who lived above stairs, and the
corps of servants who lived and worked below
stairs to support their gracious lifestyle. This
package includes lunch at RBG and a two-hour
guided tour of Canada’s largest botanical garden.
